1) Joy is the BASIC CHARACTERISTIC OF THE TRUE CHRISTIAN 

    -John 15:16; 16:24; 1 Peter 1:8 

2) Joy in the TRUE CHRISTIAN rises above CIRCUMSTANCES and FOCUSES on the VERY CHARACTER 

OF GOD 

    -Psalm 21:1; 31:7 

3) Joy is the PROVISION of the Holy Spirit 

    -Galatians 5:22 

4) Joy looks BEYOND the PRESENT circumstance to the FUTURE God has for every Christian. 

    -Romans 5:2 

5) Joy is a PRESENT EXPERIENCE even in the DEPTH OF SORROW 

    -2 Corinthians 6:10
