
“THE MAKING OF A GREAT NATION” 
PROVERBS 14:24 

 
INTRO: As we celebrate the 249th birthday of our nation, we would be amiss if we did not remember what God did to 
craft a unique nation on the North American Continent. God worked through people, conditions, and situations to 
build a nation that has been a bastion of truth and freedom for the entire world. There are TEN IMPORTANT THINGS 
every Christian ought to know about God’s hand in the founding of America. 
1) Christopher Columbus, who opened up the New World, was motivated by his Christian faith to make his difficult 
voyage. 
2) In 1620, the Pilgrims drafted our nation’s first self-governing document, The Mayflower Compact in which they 
stated clearly that they came to the New World to glorify God and advance the Christian faith. 
3) The Puritans, who followed the Pilgrims to New England, created Bible-based commonwealths to practice 
representative government that was based on their biblically based church covenants, which laid the foundation for 
the United States Constitution. 
4) Various settlements throughout the colonies provided refuge for religious dissidents of all types, the most famous 
being those founded by Roger Williams in Rhode Island and William Penn in Pennsylvania. 
5) The education of the settlers and founders of America was uniquely Christian and Bible-based. All America’s early 
universities, including Harvard, William and Mary, Yale and Princeton, were Biblically Christian in their origin. 
6) The Great Awakening, which took place between 1720 and 1740 through the preaching of great evangelists like 
George Whitefield brought a spiritual revival to the 13 original colonies that brought a great spiritual revival that drew 
the colonists closer together spiritually. 
7) The Colonial Pulpits of New England were used of God as the pastors’ sermons were used to inform people what 
was happening politically and what they, as faithful Christians, should do about it, 
8) Christianity and biblical truth played a very important role in bringing about American Independence by shaping 
the thinking of George Washington and other early American heroes such as Sam Adams. 
9) The Declaration of Independence was based upon biblical values. The liberties it granted were understood to 
come directly from the Bible. 
10) The Biblical Understanding of the sinfulness of mankind was the guiding principle behind the U.S. Constitution.
